Such words and phrases 
include:  अ"सर (often); कभी नह* (never); अब (now).

4.   He is eating peanuts.
5.   Marco is not laughing.
6.   Marco wants (is wanting) some peanuts.
7.   Raj is not giving peanuts to Marco.

9.   Now Raj and Marco are arguing. (झक झक करना)
10. Raj and Marco often argue.
11. Look! (familiar) Marco is taking peanuts out of the bag.
